Free deliverables

Fee: $150
Format: Word or Excel documents

Available to all registered members
These are high-level, one-size-fits-all templates and examples that make up a good deal of gantthead's offerings and a big reason why we have so many registered members. These include sample contracts, standard definitions, reports, logs and the like. They are generally not customizable and provide a basic, useful tool in a very general way. This level of deliverable should be useful for all project managers and most project types.

Premium deliverables

Fee: $150
Format: Word or Excel documents

Available only to premium and corporate members
These deliverables are the same types of documents as the free deliverables, but provide more customization and more in-depth use. These tend to be longer, denser spreadsheets, analyses, evaluations, scorecards and the like. There may be occasion to create a free deliverable with a more robust premium counterpart. For example, a list of interview questions would be a free deliverable. An outline of preparing, conducting and evaluating interviews would be premium.

Presentations

Fee: $150
Format: PowerPoint

Available only to premium and corporate members
These are slide presentations that may be either complete presentations or customizable. That is, some presentations may be outlines that a project manager could use as a template. These are generally at least 5-8 slides in length (some may be longer). 
Checklists

Fee: $150

Format: Word or Excel

Available only to premium and corporate members
As the name implies, these are organized checklists of things to consider, tasks to complete, etc. Generally, they run 1-2 pages and should address their topic as specifically and thoroughly as possible.

Project Plans
Fee: $250
Format: MS Project

Available only to premium and corporate members
These are a very important part of gantthead's premium offering, and a major reason that members upgrade to premium membership. These should address a specific type of project and have been derived mostly from actual projects.  You are encouraged to sanitize and reuse plans that you may have in your own archives. Of course, new plans are welcome as well.
